The growers at 7900 Petaluma Hill Road,
Penngrove, cultivated and harvested marijuana
in 2018. On March 11, 2019, Permit Sonoma
notified the operator that the site is located
within designated critical habitat for the
endangered California tiger salamander, and
the applicants could not get incidental take
permits from the federal and state agencies.
The applicants withdrew their permit proposal
in mid-2019. Yet an unsightly wooden fence
that surrounds the 1-acre grow setback 200
feet from Petaluma Hill Road continues to
blight the otherwise scenic landscape almost
three years later.

This failure of county officials to protect our
scenic landscapes is allowing environmental
and aesthetic harm to occur.
